Jesus speaks to His disciples
and a vast throng about hypo-
crisy, covetousness (Parable of
the rich fool), worldly anxi-
eties, watchfulness (Parable of
waiting servants and of the
wise steward), and His own
approaching passion

All must repent or perish. Two
current tagedies. Parable of
the barren fig tree

Jesus heals a crippled woman on
the Sabbath and defends Himself
against the ruler of the syna-
gogue (Ccf. 49-51, 114). Repeti-
tion of the parables of the
mustard seed and of the leaven
At the feast of dedication
Jesus will not yet openly say
that He is the Messiah. The
Jews try to stone Him

X: THE LATER PEREAN MINISTRY
The withdrawal from Jerusalem
to Bethany beyond Jordan
Teaching in Perea, on a journey
toward Jerusalem, warned
against Herod Antipas

while dining (breakfasting)
with the chief Pharisee, Jesus
again heals on the sabbath and
defends Himself (cf. 49-51,
110) in three parables sug-
gested by the occasion
