Playing Church

 The church is an indispensable part of the New

Testament

— Matt. 16:18-19 - “And | also say to you that you are
Peter, and on this rock | will build My church, and the
gates of Hades shall not prevail against it. 19 And | will
give you the keys of the kingdom of heaven, and
whatever you bind on earth will be bound in heaven,
and whatever you loose on earth will be loosed in
heaven.”

— Acts 2:47 - “And the Lord added to the church daily
those who were being saved.”




Playing Church

e Salvation is in the church

— Acts 5:14 - “And believers were increasingly added to
the Lord, multitudes of both men and women”

— 1Cor. 12:13 - “For by one Spirit we were all baptized
into one body--whether Jews or Greeks, whether
slaves or free--and have all been made to drink into
one Spirit.”

— Gal. 3:26-28 - “For you are all sons of God through
faith in Christ Jesus. 27 For as many of you as were
baptized into Christ have put on Christ. 28 There is
neither Jew nor Greek, there is neither slave nor free,
there is neither male nor female; for you are all one in
Christ Jesus.”




Playing Church

e Salvation is in the church

— Eph. 1:22-23 - “And He put all things under His
feet, and gave Him to be head over all things to
the church, 23 which is His body, the fullness of
Him who fills all in all.”

— 2Tim. 2:10 - “Therefore | endure all things for the
sake of the elect, that they also may obtain the
salvation which is in Christ Jesus with eternal

glory.”




Playing Church

* Many commands given to Christians depend on
involvement in the local church for application

— Acts 20:7 - “Now on the first day of the week, when
the disciples came together to break bread...”

— 1Cor. 16:1-2 - “Now concerning the collection for the
saints, as | have given orders to the churches of
Galatia, so you must do also: 2 On the first day of the
week let each one of you lay something aside, storing
up as he may prosper, that there be no collections
when | come.”




Playing Church

* Many commands given to Christians depend on
involvement in the local church for application

— Eph. 5:19 - “speaking to one another in psalms and

hymns and spiritual songs, singing and making melody
in your heart to the Lord”

— Heb. 10:24-25 - “And let us consider one another in
order to stir up love and good works, 25 not forsaking
the assembling of ourselves together, as is the manner
of some, but exhorting one another, and so much the
more as you see the Day approaching.”




Playing Church

e Casual

— Heb. 12:28-29 - “Therefore, since we are receiving
a kingdom which cannot be shaken, let us have
grace, by which we may serve God acceptably
with reverence and godly fear. 29 For our God is a
consuming fire.”




Playing Church

* Over-emphasis on children

— John 6:26-27 - “Jesus answered them and said,
Most assuredly, | say to you, you seek Me, not
because you saw the signs, but because you ate of
the loaves and were filled. 27 Do not labor for the
food which perishes, but for the food which
endures to everlasting life, which the Son of Man
will give you, because God the Father has set His

seal on HIM.”




Playing Church

* Over-emphasis on children

— Deut. 6:6-9 - “And these words which | command
you today shall be in your heart. 7 You shall teach
them diligently to your children, and shall talk of
them when you sit in your house, when you walk

by the way, when you lie down, and when you rise
up.”

— Eph. 6:4 - “And you, fathers, do not provoke your
children to wrath, but bring them up in the
training and admonition of the Lord.”




Playing Church

e The new church

— John 4:24 - “God is Spirit, and those who worship
Him must worship in spirit and truth.”




Playing Church

* De-emphasis of responsibility

— Titus 3:5 - “not by works of righteousness which
we have done, but according to His mercy He
saved us, through the washing of regeneration
and renewing of the Holy Spirit”

— James 2:24 - “You see then that a man is justified
by works, and not by faith only.”

— Phil. 2:12 - “Therefore, my beloved, as you have
always obeyed, not as in my presence only, but
now much more in my absence, work out your
own salvation with fear and trembling”




Playing Church

* Unconditional acceptance

— 2Tim. 4:2-4 - “Preach the word! Be ready in
season and out of season. Convince, rebuke,
exhort, with all longsuffering and teaching. 3 For
the time will come when they will not endure
sound doctrine, but according to their own
desires, because they have itching ears, they will
heap up for themselves teachers; 4 and they will
turn their ears away from the truth, and be turned
aside to fables.”




Playing Church

* Positive message

— |Isa. 30:10 - “Who say to the seers, Do not see, And to
the prophets, Do not prophesy to us right things;
Speak to us smooth things, prophesy deceits.”

— Jer. 23:16-17 - “Thus says the LORD of hosts: Do not
listen to the words of the prophets who prophesy to
you. They make you worthless; They speak a vision of
their own heart, Not from the mouth of the LORD. 17
They continually say to those who despise Me, 'The
LORD has said, You shall have peace; And to everyone
who walks according to the dictates of his own heart,
they say, 'No evil shall come upon you.”
